The PNWD Spring Board Meeting was 

held in Kennewick.  Thank you to Harold 

Heacock for allowing us to use the Boy 

Scout facilities.  We had to move the meet-

ing before we were finished and thank you 

to Jim Kopp for inviting us to use his place 

to complete the meeting.  There is a com-

mittee working on the By Laws and the 

Policies and Procedures. The bylaws 

changes will be voted on at the Conven-

tionôs Sunday Board Meeting. They will be 

published thirty days before the meeting 

for review. 

We worked on the budget for the next fis-

cal year.  Some of the other topics of dis-

cussion were the OEC Conference to be 

held in September, Nuts and Bolts, at Mt 

Hood this June, the Womenôs Toboggan 

Enhancement Seminar and other TESôs.

We also discussed and voted on a Military 

Waiver.   It is possible for a patroller on 

active military duty defending the United 

States to have their NSPS and PNWD dues 

waived., upon request. Again, see the min-

utes for details or contact your Region 

Director. 

The NSPS has reinstated the Young Adult 

Patroller Program (YAPP).  Matt Ab-

badessa is the National Advisor.  He is  

hopeful that each division in the NSPS will 

have an advisor to represent the young 

adult patroller.  At present the PNWD does 

not have anyone.  If you, or someone you 

know, are interested,  please contact me. 

Due to interest and at the 

request of the ski areas , 

NSPS has re-started the 

Mountain Host program. 

Currently, there are ap-

proximately a dozen areas 

registering individuals as 

Mountain Hosts and many 

more looking in to joining. 

As a member of the Finance Committee 

for the NSPS, we have been working on 

the budget for the next fiscal year.  It will 

be ready to present to the NSPS Board of 

Directors in June.  Many are asking about 

a dues increase for National.  The Board 

will be looking at a number of options, one 

being a possible dues increase. Stay tuned. 

For a number of years PSIA (ASEA) and 

NSPS have shared staff and equipment in 

the building.  By mutual understanding that 

agreement will end June 30, 2008.  At that 

time both associations will have dedicated 

staff.  The aging software system that 

NSPS has been sharing is in dire need of 

upgrading.  The Executive Director and a 

committee of NSPS members will be work-

ing with software vendors to come up with 

a plan to upgrade the system.  Another 

committee has been working on a new 

process for registration and is hoping that 

the software will greatly improve the regis-

tration process. This will not be finished 

for the 2008-2009 season, but maybe in 

2009-2010. 

This year is the Seven-

tieth Anniversary for 

the NSPS.  We were 

organized by Charles 

Minot ñMinnieò Dole 

in 1938.  Mr. Dole 

organized a volunteer 

ski patrol for the National Downhill Races 

at Stowe, Vermont.  The President of the 

National Ski Association was so impress 

with the patrol,  he asked Mr. Dole to or-

ganize a similar patrol on a national basis.  

Then and there the National Ski Patrol 

came into beingðoriginally as a subcom-

mittee of the NSA.  The Board of Director 

of the National Ski Patrol System is having 

a special celebration of the 70th Anniver-

sary of the NSPS. Friday, June 20, 2008 at 

the Sheraton Denver West Hotel.  Visit the 

web-site for more information 

www.nsp.org .
